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(H15/63) Abdullah bin Abi Talha, from his father, said:

The Messenger of Allah % emerged one day, exhibiting signs of happiness on his
countenance. We remarked, "We observe you appearing joyful." He responded: "The Angel
approached me and conveyed: 'O Muhammad, % your Lord states: 'Would it not please you
to know that anyone who sends blessings upon you, I will send blessings upon them

tenfold; and anyone who sends salutation upon you, I will send salutation upon them
tenfold?""
